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REPORT ON THE ACTIVITIES OF CAP LC AT THE 58TH SESSION OF THE UN 
HUMAN RIGHTS COUNCIL Date: 24 February – 4 April 2025

The 58th session of the United Nations Human Rights Council (HRC), held from 24 February to 4 
April 2025, convened against a backdrop of escalating geopolitical tensions and a shrinking space 
for civil society globally. As the international community grappled with complex crises ranging 
from violent conflicts to the erosion of democratic norms, the Council served as a critical forum 
for accountability. During this session, the Coordination des Associations et des Particuliers pour 
la Liberté de Conscience (CAP LC) positioned itself at the forefront of advocacy, leveraging its 
expertise to highlight systemic violations that often escape the headlines. Our delegation focused 
on the intersection of religious persecution, educational bias, and humanitarian crises, ensuring that 
the voices of the most vulnerable—religious minorities, political prisoners, and victims of war—were 
amplified within the Palais des Nations.

CAP LC’s engagement during HRC 58 was defined by a multifaceted approach combining high-
level side-events, rigorous oral statements, and comprehensive written submissions. By addressing 
specific country situations—such as the deteriorating human rights climates in Tunisia, Pakistan, 
Sudan, and the occupied territories of Ukraine—as well as thematic issues like judicial harassment 
and education reform, the organization demonstrated its capacity to operate across diverse 
geographical and cultural contexts. Our interventions were not merely descriptive; they were 
strategic attempts to influence the Council’s agenda and urge member states to take concrete, 
corrective action.

The major issues addressed during this session reflected the core mandate of CAP LC: the 
defense of freedom of conscience and religion. From the halls of Geneva, we shed light on the 
“weaponization” of the judiciary in Taiwan and South Korea, the educational indoctrination fueling 
intolerance in Pakistan, and the rampant persecution of minorities across the Indo-Mediterranean 
region. This report provides a structured account of these activities, underscoring the tangible 
impact of our advocacy on the international stage.



Freedom of Conscience and Religious Freedom

The fundamental right to freedom of conscience remains under siege in various regions, often 
manifesting through administrative hurdles and judicial overreach rather than overt violence. During 
HRC 58, CAP LC brought critical attention to cases where state apparatuses are utilized to suppress 
specific religious groups, thereby setting a precedent that threatens the broader religious freedom 
landscape. Our interventions focused on the nuanced mechanisms of persecution, specifically 
highlighting how governments use bureaucratic cancellations and tax litigation to delegitimize 
minority religious communities.

A primary focus was the situation in South 
Korea, where CAP LC submitted a Written 
Statement titled “Religious Freedom Under 
Scrutiny: Shincheonji’s Canceled Event 
Raises Concerns.” This document critically 
analyzed the authorities’ decision to cancel a 
major religious gathering, arguing that such 
administrative actions, often justified by public 
order concerns, constitute a disproportionate 
violation of the right to assembly and belief. 
Similarly, we addressed the persistent plight 
of the Tai Ji Men group in Taiwan through 
the Written Statement “Tai Ji Men Case: A 

Persistent Challenge to Religious Freedom and Judicial Integrity.” This intervention detailed the 
decades-long judicial harassment of the group, framing it as a test case for the rule of law and 
judicial independence in Asia. By bringing these specific cases to the Council’s attention, CAP LC 
underscored that freedom of religion is not merely about the absence of physical violence but also 
requires a legal environment free from bias and arbitrary enforcement.

Religious Persecution

While legal harassment is a subtle tool, blatant religious persecution remains a harrowing reality for 
millions. CAP LC dedicated significant resources to documenting and denouncing active campaigns 
of violence and discrimination against religious communities. Our advocacy highlighted how 
blasphemy laws and social intolerance are weaponized to target minorities, creating a culture of 
impunity for perpetrators. The organization provided a platform for victims and grassroots actors to 
testify to the systemic nature of this persecution, moving beyond anecdotal evidence to demonstrate 
patterns of abuse.

A cornerstone of our advocacy on this theme was the organization of a Side-event titled “Human 
Rights in Pakistan,” which served as a critical forum to discuss the state-sponsored and societal 
persecution faced by religious minorities. Complementing this, CAP LC contributed a Written 
Statement on the “Sudan Crisis,” and notably a detailed report on “Sudan Ravished by War Crimes,” 
which, while primarily focused on conflict, also highlighted the ethnic and religious dimensions of the 
Rapid Support Forces (RSF) campaign. Furthermore, our participation in the Conference highlighting 
“Religious Persecution and Education Crisis in Pakistan” allowed us to draw a direct link between 
extremist education and the rise in religiously motivated violence. Through these interventions, CAP 
LC argued that religious persecution is not an isolated issue but a symptom of deeper systemic 
failures that require urgent international condemnation and structural reform.

Rights of Vulnerable Persons

The protection of vulnerable persons—particularly those marginalized by their ethnicity, migration 
status, or belief—was a central pillar of CAP LC’s mandate at HRC 58. We emphasized that 
vulnerability is often exacerbated by statelessness and conflict, requiring a holistic human rights 



approach that integrates humanitarian aid with legal protection. Our interventions sought to 
dismantle the “othering” of these populations, framing their plight not as a secondary issue but as a 
core human rights crisis that demands immediate attention from the international community.

To this end, CAP LC organized a pivotal Side-event titled “Rights of Vulnerable Persons in the 
Middle East and Asia.” This event gathered experts and human rights defenders to analyze the 
intersecting challenges faced by disparate groups across these vast regions. We also addressed 
the specific vulnerability of migrants and political opponents in Tunisia through our Written Statement 
“Unprecedented Human Rights Violations in Tunisia: The Persecution of Political Opponents and 
the Targeting of Sub-Saharan Migrants.” This document shed light on the dual crisis facing Tunisia, 
where political dissent is crushed and racialized migration policies are enacted. By bringing these 
issues to the fore, CAP LC advocated for a rights-based approach to vulnerability that transcends 
borders, urging the Council to hold states accountable for the protection of those who have no 
recourse to domestic justice.

Persecuted Minorities

The fate of minorities serves as a barometer 
for the health of human rights within any 
society. At HRC 58, CAP LC highlighted 
the geographical expansion of minority 
persecution, particularly in regions 
stretching from the Mediterranean to the 
Himalayas. We argued that the silence of 
the international community regarding the 
treatment of minorities often emboldens 
oppressive regimes, leading to a domino 
effect of intolerance across neighboring 
states. Our advocacy focused on creating 
a regional narrative that connects isolated 
incidents of discrimination into a cohesive 

call for action.

In a strategic move to address this regional scope, CAP LC hosted and participated in the Conference 
“Indo-Mediterranean: Minorities are under threat from Syria to Bangladesh.” This intervention was 
crucial in mapping the transnational nature of the threat, connecting the plight of minorities in the 
Levant with those in South Asia. We also utilized the Side-event on Human Rights in Pakistan 
to specifically address the severe constraints placed on Christian, Ahmadi, and Hindu minorities. 
Furthermore, our interventions in Sudan touched upon the ethnic targeting of civilian populations. By 
articulating the shared struggles of minorities across these diverse geographies, CAP LC reinforced 
the principle that minority rights are universal and non-negotiable, urging the Council to adopt 
preventative rather than merely reactive measures.

Humanitarian Crises and Violations of Rights

War and armed conflict inevitably lead to the most severe human rights violations. CAP LC’s 
presence at HRC 58 was marked by a strong emphasis on documenting war crimes and calling 
for immediate humanitarian corridors. We positioned the organization as a vocal advocate for 
accountability, insisting that violations of international humanitarian law cannot be masked by claims 
of national sovereignty. Our work in this domain sought to bridge the gap between human rights 
law and humanitarian action, emphasizing that legal accountability is a prerequisite for sustainable 
peace.

The situation in Sudan was a focal point of our efforts. CAP LC delivered an Oral Statement under 
Item 2 regarding the Sudan crisis, where we urgently called for an end to the violence. We backed 



this oral advocacy with multiple Written Statements, including “Sudan Crisis: Calls for Immediate 
Humanitarian Action” and “Human Rights Challenges in Sudan.” Additionally, we published a 
comprehensive analysis titled “Sudan Ravished by War Crimes: The Devastating Campaign of 
the RSF and its Foreign Backers,” which provided irrefutable evidence of atrocities. By presenting 
these detailed findings, CAP LC aimed to pressure the Council to refer the situation to appropriate 
investigative mechanisms and to demand immediate access for aid agencies, thereby prioritizing 
the preservation of life above political maneuvering.

Educational Issues and Religious Bias

CAP LC recognizes that long-term change is rooted in education. During this session, we scrutinized 
how educational systems can be hijacked to propagate religious bias and intolerance, effectively 
institutionalizing discrimination. We argued that foreign aid, particularly from democratic nations, 
must come with strict safeguards to ensure it does not inadvertently fund textbooks or curricula that 
incite hatred against religious minorities. This thematic focus allowed CAP LC to engage with donors 
and policymakers on a technical level, advocating for structural audits of educational content.

Our most significant contribution in this area was the *Written Statement titled “EU Education 
Funding in Pakistan: A Critical Examination of Religious Bias and Curriculum Challenges.” This 
document provided a rigorous analysis of how European taxpayer money might be supporting 
an education system that perpetuates religious intolerance. Complementing this, the Conference 
“Geneva Conference Highlights Religious Persecution and Education Crisis in Pakistan” served 
as a launchpad for these findings. By directly challenging the funding mechanisms and curriculum 
content, CAP LC initiated a difficult but necessary dialogue about the responsibility of international 
donors to ensure their aid promotes human rights and pluralism rather than fueling future generations 
of extremists.

Situation in Ukraine

The ongoing aggression against Ukraine continues to represent a fundamental breach of the UN 
Charter and international law. CAP LC maintained its steadfast support for the Ukrainian population, 
using the HRC platform to document the ongoing human rights abuses resulting from the invasion. 
We highlighted the broader implications of the conflict for the global security architecture, arguing 
that impunity in Ukraine sets a dangerous precedent for territorial expansionism and the disregard 
for civilian life.

CAP LC addressed this critical issue through an Oral Statement under Item 9, which deals with 
technical assistance and capacity-building. In this statement, we linked the immediate human rights 
violations on the ground with the long-term need for judicial and institutional reforms in Ukraine to 
uphold the rule of law during and after the conflict. By keeping Ukraine on the agenda of Item 9, 
we emphasized the importance of building resilient legal frameworks that can withstand external 
aggression. This intervention reinforced CAP LC’s stance that the defense of Ukraine is inextricably 
linked to the defense of the international human rights system as a whole.



REPORT ON THE ACTIVITIES OF CAP LC AT THE 59TH SESSION OF THE UN HUMAN 
RIGHTS COUNCIL 16 June 2025 to 08 July 2025 

The 59th session of the United Nations Human Rights Council represented a pivotal moment for the 
international community’s response to one of the most catastrophic human rights situations of the 
decade: the ongoing conflict and genocide in Sudan. Unlike previous sessions where our advocacy 
was spread across multiple geographical regions, the 59th session required CAP LC to concentrate 
its resources and expertise on a singular, escalating emergency. The deterioration of the situation on 
the ground, characterized by the systematic targeting of civilians and the alleged use of prohibited 
weapons, demanded an urgent and unified response from the international community.

CAP LC positioned itself as a leading voice in alerting the Council to the gravity of these crimes. 
Our delegation worked in close collaboration with our partners, most notably Human Rights Without 
Frontiers (HRWF), to bring irrefutable evidence of war crimes to the attention of UN member states. 
By shifting our strategic focus to this critical crisis, we aimed to break the silence surrounding the 
atrocities committed by the Sudanese Armed Forces (SAF) and the Rapid Support Forces (RSF), 
and to highlight the complicity of international actors in fueling this conflict.

Our interventions during this session were defined by a rigorous documentation of violations, 
moving from general advocacy to specific, evidence-based accusations regarding the use of 
chemical weapons and extrajudicial executions. This report details our targeted activities during 
HRC 59, demonstrating CAP LC’s ability to adapt its mandate to the most pressing human rights 
emergencies of the moment.



Persecuted Minorities and Genocide

The plight of persecuted minorities reached a terrifying zenith in Sudan during the period covered 
by the 59th session. The conflict is no longer merely a power struggle between generals but 
has evolved into a campaign of violence against specific ethnic and civilian groups. CAP LC’s 
interventions focused on redefining the narrative in Geneva, insisting that the pattern of violence 
observed in Sudan meets the thresholds of genocide and crimes against humanity. We argued that 
the international community’s failure to intervene earlier had allowed these persecutions to escalate 
into a full-scale humanitarian catastrophe.

In a bold move to address this theme, CAP LC organized and participated in a Conference titled 
“The Ongoing Genocide in Sudan and The Intervention of International Actors.” This event provided 
a platform to analyze how foreign funding and arms supplies enable the persecution of minorities. 
Furthermore, CAP LC submitted a comprehensive Written Statement on Human Rights Violations 
in Sudan, detailing the systematic targeting of civilian populations based on their ethnicity and 
perceived political allegiances. By explicitly using the term “genocide” and linking it to the involvement 
of external actors, CAP LC sought to trigger the international community’s legal obligation to prevent 
and punish these crimes, thereby placing the protection of persecuted minorities at the forefront of 
the Council’s agenda.

Humanitarian Crises and Violations of Rights

The session was dominated by the severe humanitarian crisis unfolding in Sudan, where the basic 
rights to life, food, and health are systematically denied. CAP LC highlighted the collapse of the 
humanitarian infrastructure and the deliberate targeting of aid convoys and civilian infrastructure. 
Our advocacy emphasized that the blockade of humanitarian aid is not a collateral effect of war 
but a deliberate tactic used by warring parties to terrorize the population. We brought to light the 
complicity of foreign backers who, by continuing to supply weapons, are direct contributors to the 
humanitarian catastrophe.

To address these urgent issues, CAP LC delivered a hard-hitting Oral Statement under Item 2, 
focusing specifically on the Sudan Crisis. This statement called for immediate humanitarian access 
and an end to the hostilities. We reinforced this with a series of written submissions, including an Oral 
Statement under Item 3, engaging directly with the Special Rapporteur on extrajudicial, summary, or 
arbitrary executions regarding the situation in Sudan. By focusing on the mechanism of the crisis—
the indiscriminate violence and the denial of life-saving aid—CAP LC pressured the Council to move 
beyond mere condemnation and towards concrete measures to enforce humanitarian access and 
protect the civilian population from further atrocities.

Rights of Vulnerable Persons

The rights of vulnerable persons in Sudan were subjected to unprecedented attacks during the 
reporting period, specifically through the alleged use of chemical weapons and summary executions. 
CAP LC’s advocacy shed light on the most defenseless segments of the population—those unable 
to flee the violence—who are falling victim to illegal and inhumane methods of warfare. We argued 
that the use of such weapons represents a fundamental degradation of the prohibition against 
torture and cruel, inhuman, or degrading treatment.

A cornerstone of our work on this theme was our joint collaboration with HRWF to organize a 
high-level intervention highlighting the Use of Chemical Weapons by Sudanese Armed Forces. 
This activity brought forward forensic and witness testimony suggesting the deployment of toxic 
agents against civilians, a war crime of the highest magnitude. Additionally, our participation in the 
Interactive Dialogue with the Special Rapporteur on extrajudicial executions (Item 3) allowed us to 
detail the arbitrary killings of civilians by both parties to the conflict. Through these actions, CAP LC 
underscored that the vulnerability of the Sudanese people is being weaponized, necessitating an 



urgent international investigation to hold perpetrators accountable for these heinous violations of 
human dignity.

Freedom of Conscience and Systemic Persecution

While the immediate violence in Sudan was the primary focus, CAP LC also addressed the underlying 
erosion of the rule of law that facilitates such mass atrocities. We posited that the war in Sudan is 
not an isolated event but the result of a long-standing culture of impunity and the total disregard for 
the fundamental rights of the people, including their freedom of conscience and expression. The 
inability of civil society to operate and the suppression of dissent have paved the way for the current 
violence.

Our Written Statement submitted to the 59th UN Human Rights Council Session on human rights 
violations in Sudan served as a foundational document for this theme. It connected the current 
kinetic violence to decades of systemic human rights abuses and the failure of the state to protect 
its citizens. By framing the conflict within the broader context of the collapse of the state’s obligation 
to protect human rights, CAP LC reminded the Council that sustainable peace cannot be achieved 
without addressing the root causes of oppression, including the denial of fundamental freedoms and 
the absence of justice.
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
